Jim also built, solo, the Coquina Chapel at Gracapel Episcopal Church, now known as San Jose &asc

Church, which is across from Bolles School on tlengle of land at the intersection of San JoselBand St.

Augustine Rd. The church was originally the salifise for an exclusive development for wealthytherners.
The Bolles School was the hotel for prospectivedosly Then came the crash and the developmentfolde

The altar in the chapel is made from coquina wiiamfound, dragged to the church and carved. Hledat the
entire interior, floors and all, without help, magieverything except the pews. It was a labooeé land an
amazing feat. It is worth a trip to see.

Our James Russell Art Fund was founded, and furiddds honor by Anna. She understood how diffidtils
for talented women artists in our area and warddtktp bring recognition to them and reward theaeflence.
We had many discussions about how to do that wathpetitions always winning out.

After Jim's death Anna took care of the housed tighuntil she suffered a stroke and heart attdickias often
difficult.
